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November ð A month to say 
"Thank -you":  to the many veterans who 

have served in our armed forces, and to say 
"Thank-you" to those who are now serving, here 
at home and abroad. It's a month to say "Thank-
you" for the abundance that we all share 
celebrated in a formal meal on the last Thursday 
of the month. And, November is the month when 
we can focus on those people in our midst, and 
in the world who need our help, and care and 
love in so many ways. 

I had the good fortune last month to take a road 
trip to Portland with Christie, and we attended a 
lecture by Karen Armstrong.  You may have 
read some of her books, "The Spiral Staircase", 
"A History of God", "Buddhism", "Islam" and 
there are many others.  We went to hear her 
speak on her newest book, "A Case For God".  
But what we received was so much more.  In 
February 2008, Ms. Armstrong was the recipient 
of the TED prize.  TED is a non-profit 
organization devoted to "ideas worth spreading". 
TED stands for Technology, Entertainment and 
Design but has now been expanded to include 
science, business, the arts and global issues 
facing the world. Ms. Armstrong's prize included 
$100,000 and a wish granted for an idea that 
would change the world.  Her wish, "I wish that 
you would help with the creation, launch and 
propagation of a Charter for Compassion, 
crafted by a group of leading inspirational 
thinkers from the three Abrahamic traditions of 
Judaism, Christianity and Islam and based on 
the fundamental principles of universal justice 
and respect." 

People throughout the world were invited to 

submit contributions to the Charter, saying what 
compassion means to them and to their 
community, and ways in which it is implemented. 
With the help of the prize and the TED 
organization, Karen organized a "Council of 
Conscience", a multi-faith, multi-national group 
of religious thinkers and leaders who, beginning 
this February reviewed and sorted through all 
the world's contributions to craft the final 
Charter.  Among the eighteen chosen for the 
Council are: Archbishop Desmond Tutu, Joan 
Chittester, Sheikh Ali Gomaa (Grand Mufti of the 
Arab Republic of Egypt, Jean Zaru, a Palestinian 
religious leader and author, and others. The 
Charter will be unveiled November 12

th
.  To see

sooner and they will send you the final 
document. 

Karen Armstrong emphasizes that religion isn't 
about believing things, but rather it's about 
behaving in a way that changes us. She tells us 
that "the core of every single one of the world's 
religions is the virtue of compassion, which does 
not mean "pity, but rather to "feel with the other". 
Each one of the world's religions has developed 
its own version of the Golden Rule ï Do not treat 
others as you would not like to be treated 
yourself ï and maintained that this is the prime 
religious duty.  Each of the faiths also insists that 
you cannot confine your compassion to your 
own group.  You must have concern for 
everybody, love your enemies and honor the 
stranger."  She tells us that as she travels the 
world, she finds that people are longing for a

more compassionate world. "The aim of the Charter is to change the conversation, make it cool to 
be compassionate, and bring the Golden Rule back to the center of religious life." 

The following are some statements on compassion that people around the world have suggested. 

A commitment to compassion calls us to live in the world conscious of all with whom we share 
the Earth and the Earth's bounty and resources. 

Compassion insists that, in recognition of our common humanity, we treat every creature with 
justice, equality and respect. 

The Charter for Compassion calls all religions to mutual respect of one another and insists that 
all compassionate interpretation of scripture denies hatred and violence. 

Compassion is not only a matter of the heart, but a mindful commitment to engage one's whole 
self in the alleviation of suffering. 

So now I ask, if you were to create a Charter for Compassion, what would be on your list?  How 
can we change our conversations to be more compassionate? A final November "Thank-you" ï for 
Karen Armstrong's wish and for the Charter for Compassion.

In a religious setting stewardship begins and ends with the understanding of God's ownership of 
all: 

 "I am the Alpha and the Omega, the First and the Last, the Beginning and the End." Rev 22  

 "The earth is the Lord's, and everything in it, the world, and all who live in it." Ps 24 

In recent years stewardship has become even more the belief that humans are responsible for the 
environment , and should take care of it. The term ñStewardshipò is almost becoming overused: 
environmental stewardship, product stewardship, data stewardship, marine stewardship, forest 
stewardship. Each of these terms has an appropriate focus and deserves our continuing attention. 

In a church setting, stewardship has been used to refer to the opportunity to share a personôs time, 
talent  and treasure  in support of Jesusô commandments: love 
God and love our neighbor. Through our worship, study and 
prayer, we honor God as the creator of all, Jesus our redeemer 
and role model for Christian living and the Holy Spirit as the 
sustainer of our spiritual lives. Through our fellowship, outreach 
and community service we honor our neighbor and provide for 
those less fortunate. I give thanks for the commitment and 
personal volunteering (in our church and community) which is 
so richly shared by many of you. 

We are blessed, here at St. Hugh, with an abundance of gifts:  a 
beautiful facility to maintain: a loving community with whom to serve; spirit filled worship and 
prayer; a wonderful outreach program which supports many other community ministries and an 
opportunity to support our diocese and the needs of the wider world. To accomplish this and to be 
responsible to our congregation, we build a financial budget each year to identify how your 
donations are managed. 

Last year the number of pledges received was significantly less than previous years. This made it 
very difficult to prepare our 2009 budget. Realizing the difficult economic times, we had to reduce 
several desired ministry requests and act in faith that the donations received would be considerably 
higher than the pledges. With the careful oversight of Ginny and Linda, we have experienced a 
positive financial status through September. Pledge and Plate income is down about 6%, but Total 
Expenses are down about 9%. We hope to receive additional pledge forms for next year to help 
facilitate our budgeting process.  

Your continued financial support of our many ministries is greatly appreciated and I encourage you 
to complete a pledge form for 2010. A pledge indicates your desired level of financial support. 
Realizing we all can be affected by unplanned changes, if for any reason you must adjust that 
pledge during the year we will honor your request. 

St. Hugh Stewardship Program for 2010 will be conducted during November. A Stewardship packet 
will be distributed with an ingathering of pledge forms scheduled for Sunday Nov. 22.
